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BACKGROUND 

The City of West Kelowna is offering a variety of holiday programs and events for the 

2022 holiday season.

New for 2022 is the “Polar Pancake Pajama Party” at the Lions Hall.  The City of West 

Kelowna is partnering with the Westbank Lions Club to host a pancake breakfast for all 

ages followed by fun activities for children.
