Handicap accessible parking often lacks a ramp close by and we find ourselves walking a bit to find one, or lifting our son up

the curb. Not enough accessible spaces. Schools don't offer supports until a diagnosis has been made. Few side walks and

adequate lighting in West Kelowna. Quite a few one way only out roads in case of wild fire. Inadequate safety plans in place

for wheelchair bound students at schools.

BC Education must understand that health services here are expensive, and wait lists are very very long. Supports/IEPs

should be available to families of students showing severe cognitive impairments putting them behind peer groups. We

missed out on 3 years of schooling supports that may result in a child not being able to graduate with a dogwood diploma.

This is unacceptable. Better safety plans thought out by city.

Although my youngest is in a wheelchair and people can see his physical disability, both my kids also have Autism. (Known
as silent disabilities). I'd like to see more understanding and supports for these disabilities, and if coming from one Canadian
province to another, allowing current assessments would be beneficial. Many of my pointed out concerns maybe at the
provincial level, but its important for the City to look at. Sidewalks, and lights in all neighborhoods in West Kelowna.

Q11.As an organization, what else do you believe the City should do to improve accessibility within the community?

I live on Ponderosa Rd. It is unsafe for my son to ride his wheelchair with me when I'm walking as there are no sidewalks or
street lights on Ponderosa Rd or Brentwood, or Applewood Roads. There is also only a partial walkway on Hew! due to new
construction of housing. | also had to fight for bus service to Glenrosa Middle School, as he was out of cachement. My oldest
attended CNB for a year, and again denied bus service due to our proximity to the school. However to walk to school would
lead him down Ponderosa Rd, Hewl Rd, have a sidewalk on Ross until Petro Canada on Bartley Rd - then no sidewalks until
he reached the traffic lights on Daimler Drive. This is extremely unsafe for children with Physical and Mental Disabilities. The
city needs to pay attention to safe walking spaces, including lights for reduced crime. A note: Public Transportation is not an

option with those with disabilities.

For example, in Rose Valley Regional Park, having one accessible trail that
goes from one of the lower parking lots to the top where you can view the reservoir would make it possible for a person in a
wheelchair to be able to go on hikes with other people and still get to experience the main attraction (the view at the top). It's
not enough to have one hiking trail in each city. In order to be able to participate when invited, there needs to be an
accessible trail at each park. The same thing goes for beaches. If people invite you to meet them at a certain beach, if that
specific beach isn't accessible or doesn't have a solid path for a wheelchair to go into the water, the person in the wheelchair

can't participate fully.

All wheelchair buttons (on doorways) and traffic light buttons would be on a small post that is easy to press without
having to do wheelchair gymnastics in order to get your wheelchair close enough to press it (with doors that have buttons
right beside them, if you are coming from the opposite direction, you often have to align your chair in such a way that you
need to do a 360 in order to get in the door after you push the button. And with traffic lights, it is difficult with an electric
wheelchair to get to the button easily because it is either set off of the sidewalk or it is on an island that has multiple sloped
curbs, and is therefore off of the 'path’ you are taking from one sloped curb to the other. It's especially difficult if you can only
use a certain hand to push it). | realize this is unrealistic but in a ideal world..... 4. Every park with trails would have one main
trail that goes the length or the park (to the main attraction if there is one) that is wheelchair accessible. On a side note, this
would be helpful for parents pushing strollers also. It doesn't even have to be a paved path, just compressed dirt where the

slope and width are maintained 5.

Children who are neurodivergent are not able to attend any of the City of West Kelowna camps unless parents pay for a

separate support worker. While creating inclusive programs does have a cost to the City (eg. paying for an extra staff

member), all children should have a right to inclusivity not just neurotypical children. For activities, there are no opportunities

for special accommodation for neurodivergent children (that we are aware of). Education of instructors and some small

accommodations would make all the difference to neurodivergent children. The difference between them thriving at an

activity or not doing it at all.

Have inclusive camps and activities for all children. A disability should not mean exclusion. Asking for FT working parents to
attend a camp or pay $25/hour on top of the camp fee to have a support working is absolutely not inclusion. Activities where
there are multiple groups running around all at once is very overwhelming for children with anxiety disorders. Thoughtfully
creating programs times and layout would be very helpful to these children. This doesn’t mean these programs can’t run all
at once. | would encourage the City of West Kelowna to work with other cities that offer inclusion or to work with inclusion
groups to see what this would look like. Having education for instructors on some small things they can do. For example,
children who are anxious (many kiddos with neurodiversities do have some form of anxiety) need to have instruction
repeated for them or broken down or they need to be a little closer to you to better see the instruction. Also, when you
understand neurodiversity, patience and understanding come very easily. It would be amazing for City Of West Kelowna to
go from lacking so much inclusion for neurodivergent children to being a leader in BC! You have a ton of neurodivergent
children in this city, | am sure you would have a ton of support from the community to make this happen!

Johnson Bentley gym is completely inaccessible to a person in a wheelchair due to the small size and resulting lack of
maneuverability of Equipment for safe use by a person in a wheelchair. Lakeview Heights community hall is only accessible
by an outside ramp at the back, clearly making a person with a disability feel like an afterthought (also with an
unmanageable grade on the ramp and no cover for rainy/snowy days). Westbank Lion's centre has a ridiculously long entry
ramp with an unmanageable grade for a person who independently moves with a wheelchair (it is humiliating to have to ask
for help from another person for something so basic - many people with a disability take pride in their independence). So
many disabled parking spots need to be repainted as the accessibility logo has faded badly to the point that people cannot
even see the symbol anymore (Also upright signs at these same designated spots need to be much more visible. City and

private West Kelowna businesses often use the designated disabled parking spots as the dump-spot when plowing snow

All new builds or public/private accessibility upgrades MUST be properly reviewed by at least one person (ideally more...)
who uses a wheelchair and/or experiences other types of disabilities. Too often, decisions are made by people or
accessibility committees that have zero - minimal knowledge and/or representation from the disability community.
