The Planning Manager introduced the city-initiated Agricultural Land Reserve 

application proposing a land exchange: removing 0.45 hectares from the 

Agricultural Land Reserve and adding an equal area of non-Agricultural Land 

Reserve land better suited to agriculture, consistent with the Gellatly Village 

Study and the Official Community Plan Neighbourhood Centre area.
