
Did You Know? 

The cost to design, build and finance the Rose Valley Water Treatment Plant (RVWTP) would 
result in no more than a $34 increase from what users pay today.

As part of the annual water rate bylaw for the next two years, a small water utility rate 
increase once per year, in planned increments, will cover the costs:

•	 The 2021 increase would be $13 for a total of $129. 
•	 The 2022 increase would be $21 for a total of $150. 
•	 In 2023, no further increases would be needed for design, construction and 

financing the plant. 

The $150 debt payment would then 
be shifted from the water utility 
bill into a parcel tax to allow for 
tax deferment options. 

When the City seeks approval to 
borrow this summer, the cost to 
future water treatment plant users 
would be no more than $34 from 
what they pay today.
